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3. 1 Project Intent 

A. Schedule of Work: 

SECTION 3 

STANDARDS OF WORK 

1 .  CONTRACTOR, through coordination with CITY, shall develop an Annual Work 
Plan and provide to CITY prior to start of work. The Work Plan shall outline the 
assigned/responsible staff, and the anticipated duration, sequencing, and 
prioritization of various work areas as forecasted on a weekly or monthly basis. 

2. On the first business day of each month, CONTRACTOR shall provide CITY with 
a progress report of work completed during the previous month and an updated 
schedu le for the following three months, noting any changes compared to the 
Annual Maintenance Plan based on site conditions and progress to-date. The 
CITY will review and provide comments or approve the updated schedule within 
one week of receipt. Unless otherwise directed by the CITY, work will proceed 
in accordance with the previously approved schedule while updated schedules 
are under review. 

3.  CITY reserves the right to direct CONTRACTOR to rearrange the schedule at any 
time to meet the needs of the CITY as it deems necessary. 

4. Routine and As-Needed work shall be completed in accordance with project 
schedule. 

B. Work Standards: 

1 .  All work shall conform to manufacturer requirements, and applicable standards 
for equipment, procedures, precautions and qualifications established by, 
including but not limited to;

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2. Work shall be planned, organized, and conducted so that productivity can be 
maintained despite occasional, unanticipated hardships or conflicts such as (but 
not limited to) inclement weather, equipment failures, access limitations, lake 
water level fluctuations, resident complaints, user conflicts, etc. 

3. To l imit plant die-off/decomposition and water quality degradation, no more than 
50% of any lake shoreline shall be treated with herbicide in less than a 1-month 
period. 

4 .  Crews shall have contingency plans for daily scheduled work in the event of 
hardship or access limitations as outlined above. 

5. In the event of a conflict that prevents a work crew from conducting regular 
scheduled work, CITY shall be notif ied by 10:00 am and the contingency plan 
shall be implemented if CONTRACTOR and CITY agree. 

B. Meetings: The purpose of meetings is to review progress of the work, maintain 
coordination of efforts, discuss changes in scheduling, and to resolve problems which 
may develop. 

1. Preconstruction Kickoff Meetings: CITY will sched ule at least one project kickoff 
meeting to take place prior to the "Notice to Proceed" in order to introduce key 
personnel and interested parties and to discuss general project procedures, and 
requirements and the project schedule. 

A minimum of two representatives from CITY, Consultant and CONTRACTOR 
teams shall be present at the kickoff meeting. 

2. Progress Meetings: CITY will schedule monthly (or other appropriate interval) 
meetings, preside at the meetings and arrange for keeping and timely distribution 
of minutes. 

3. CONTRACTOR shall attend regular progress meetings scheduled by the CITY and 
have a responsible representative from active subcontractors attend meetings. 
Arrange for attendance of suppliers, manufacturers, sales representatives, or other 
individuals if appropriate. 

C. Volume of Work: 

1. Labor estimates based on preliminary analysis of existing CITY contract staff are 
provided in Table 3.1 below FOR REFERENCE PURPOSES ONLY:

* Hour estimates above are based on a combination of linear footage of treatment area, 
waterway acreage, and current conditions, and are for relative planning purposes only. 
They are not intended to be solely relied upon for development of the total proposed 
labor/fee estimates in Exhibit B. It is anticipated that each proposer will identify the 
specific amount of anticipated work and develop efficiencies in arriving at the final 
competitive proposal amount. 

2 .  Expected l eve l of service 

• It i s  expected each fu l l -t ime staff person can be respons ib le for successfu l 
treatment and mai ntenance of approxi mately 1 50,000 l i near feet of shore l i ne. 

• Responsib le areas sha l l  be treated an average of fou r  (4) t imes per year (or 
otherwise as needed) to deter re-growth and re-seed ing. 

D. Sati sfactory Completion of Contract Requ i rements: 

Work sha l l  be planned,  schedu led, conducted and completed to ach ieve the fol lowing 
m in i mum standards: 

1 .  Nu i sance/Unsightly vegetation shal l be mai nta i ned and managed to ensure both 
ecologica l  hea l th and aesthetic appeal of the treatment area. Compl iance with 
th i s  requ i rement wi l l  be determi ned by the CITY, who may e lect to adj ust 
priorities with i n  the work plan to address greatest perceived needs. 
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2. Exotic/nuisance emergent vegetation shall be treated prior to achieving 
reproductive stage (prior to flower/seedhead development). Height of emergent 
vegetation as measured from water level (or ground level if above waterline) 
should not exceed 2' at any time between treatments. 

3. Floating/submergent plants shall not exceed an average width of 5' or a maximum 
width of 1 O '  along any stretch of shoreline. 

4. Undesirable (non-calcareous) algal mats shall be treated whenever encountered 

5. Al I sites and habitat types regardless of status shal I be treated at least once per 
year (unless otherwise approved by City). Re-treatments will be necessary for 
problematic or resistant areas. 

6.  Native emergent/submergent plants may be left in place and untreated when 
requested by the adjacent residential property owner. 

7.  As-needed or specific-purpose treatments shall be implemented within 48 hours 
of City request unless specialty equipment is needed for the requested task. Such 
schedule limitations/delays shall be coordinated directly with CITY prior to 
implementation. 

8. At the end of each quarter the CITY will conduct an evaluation of compliance 
with th is  provision, and if this performance measure is not met, CONTRACTOR 
invoice(s) will not be accepted until this deficiency is corrected. 

3.2 Work Scheduling 

A. Routine Schedule 

1. CONTRACTOR shall establish a consistent schedule for performance of routine 
treatments in assigned sectors. 

2 .  Schedule adjustments (early departures, flex days, sick days, etc.) shall be 
communicated to CITY no later than the morning of the schedule change. 

B. As-Needed Schedule 

1 .  CONTRACTOR shall negotiate/coordinate a performance schedule with CITY at 
time of assignment/agreement to perform the requested as-needed services. 

2. CONTRACTOR shall inform CITY at time of any early completion or prior to the 
date of agreed upon schedule in the event of failure to provide agreed-upon 
deliverables. 

C. Notifications 

1. CONTRACTOR shall notify the CITY at least 24-hours in advance and request 
approval from CITY prior to operating any airboats on CITY's waterways. 
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D. Restrictions 

1 .  Ai rboat use sha l l  be proh ib i ted on the CITY's waterways or wetlands whi le  
Weston schools are i n  session and on Federal hol idays to l i mit d i sruption to 
residents. 

E. Month ly Tasks 

CONTRACTOR sha l l  submit to City (on a month ly basis) copies of Dai ly Progress Reports 
(DPR's) prepared by work crews for al l work completed dur ing the prior month.  At a 
m in imum, DPR's sha l l  i nd ividual ly i nd icate what areas were treated, crew size, type of 
treatment conducted, and vol umes and types of any restricted-use herbic ides app l ied.  
Each i nd iv idua l  t reatment crew in  the fie ld (e.g. crews treat ing l ittoral she lves vs preserve 
areas at the same t i me) i s  respons ib le for a separate DPR. DPR's sha l l  be accompanied 
by an aeria l  image/exh ib i t  c learly showing the extent and location of a l l areas treated 
during the preced ing month. 

F .  Quarterly Tasks 

CONTRACTOR sha l l  submit Reports of Completed Work (RCWs) on a quarterly bas is. 
RCWs shal l  i nc l ude a Summary of Areas Treated which out l i nes the man-hours, 
equ ipment and methodologies spent treat ing specific s i tes or port ions of s ites, the 
predominant treatments provided, and a descr ipt ion of any substantial variations between 
work completed and work schedu led to be completed per the CONTRACTOR's Annual 
Mai ntenance Plan, and whether these variat ions were approved by the CITY. The 
CONTRACTOR shal I identify any deficiencies (schedu led work that was not completed 
or approved for schedu le/scope change by CITY) . CITY wi l l  review and verify 
CONTRACTOR's RCW with i n  ten days of recei pt, notify ing CONTRACTOR of any 
requi red edits. U pon acceptance of RCW by CITY and resol ution of any identified 
deficiencies, CONTRACTOR may submit an i nvoice for the previous quarter. 

3 . 3  Env i ronmental Protection 

A. Contractor sha l l  provide protect ion, operate temporary faci l it ies and conduct work i n  
ways and by  methods that comply with a l l  app l i cable envi ronmenta l  regu lat ions, employ 
appl icab le  best management practices, and otherwi se m in imize the possibi l ity that a i r, 
waterways and subsoi l might be contaminated or po l l uted, or that other undesirable 
effects m ight resu l t .  

B .  Preservation of Env i ronmenta l In tegrity: 

1 .  Waters of the project area are c lassified as C lass I l l  Waterways of the State. 

2 .  Exercise extreme care to prevent degradation of water qua I ity at the s ite and 
ensure compl iance with the water qua l i ty standards of the State of F lorida. 

3 .  Where poss ib le, phase herbicide treatments to avoid mass d ie-off and subsequent 
decomposit ion wh ich degrades water q ua l i ty. 

4. CONTRACTOR shal l not damage any adjacent l ittoral shelf mit igation or City 
mai ntai ned landscape area. 
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3 .4 Contractor Use of Premises 

CONTRACTOR equ i pment or crews sha l l  not encroach onto private property outs ide of existi ng 
CITY easements du ring performance of work duties. Use of City-owned property dur ing 
performance of work i s  l im ited as fo l l ows: 

A. CONTRACTOR sha l l  not infri nge upon C ITY's ri ght to perform its own projects us ing its 
own crews, or to employ separate contractors on portions of the Work Area, or to perform 
cont in u ing work on port ions of the project. 

B .  Keep existi ng d riveways, lake maintenance easements, and entrances serving the 
premises c lear and avai l ab le to the CITY and the City's employees at a l l  t imes. 

1 .  Do not use these areas for storage of equ i pment or materials; and 

2 .  Schedu le  del iveries to m in im ize space and t ime requ i rements for storage of 
mater ia ls and equ i pment on site. 

C.  Do not di spose of hazardous or non-biodegradable materia l  on s ite. " Dispose of" inc l udes 
buria l  and burn i ng. 

D. Perform a l l  work in day l ight hours (sun rise to sunset) un less CITY provides written 
authorization for n i ght work. 

E .  Treatment of residential shore l i nes sha l l  not beg in before 8am and sha l l  not cont inue 
l ater than 5pm or sunset, whichever is earl ier. 

F. Do not work on Sundays or C ITY defined hol idays without CITY's written perm ission . 

3 . 5  Access to  the Work Areas 

S ite access can be l im ited, unstable, narrow, overgrown, gated, unpaved, vis ib le to the publ ic, 
heavi ly trafficked or other. To accommodate vary ing condit ions CONTRACTOR shal l :  

A. Take care when mobi l iz i ng  heavy mach inery, eq ui pment and materia ls  over existi ng 
roads and l andscape areas. Keep existi ng roads i n  an open condit ion acceptable to the 
CITY and authorit ies concerned. 

B .  Keep existi ng roads and other work areas c lean. I f  i t  i s  necessary to hau l wet material , 
use su itab le watertight t rucks. 

C. Do not perform Work on pub l ic ri ght-of-way without the approval of the local roadway 
or ri ght-of-way authority. 

D. Perform traffic control on streets i n  accordance with the ru les of the appropriate road 
authority. 

E .  At a l l  ti mes, mainta in traffic and access to adjacent properties. 
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F. Other work may be proceeding at the same time near the work of this Contract. Extend 
cooperation and free access to other authorized companies and City employees who may 
be working in the area. 

3 .6  Record Documents and Submittals 

CONTRACTOR shall: 

A. Maintain at the site one complete set of Progress Records; protect from deterioration and 
loss in a secure, fire-resistant location. 

B. Provide access to Progress Records for the Environmental consultant' s  reference during 
normal working hours. 

C.  Maintain one complete copy of the Contract, including addenda, and one copy of other 
written project documents such as Change Orders and modifications issued in printed 
form during the project. 

1. Record work progress and changes as they occur during the project; 

2. Label each work summary document "PROGRESS RECORDS"; 

3 .  Mark these documents to show substantial variations in actual Work performed 
in comparison with the text of the Agreement and any subsequent modifications. 
Give particular attention to substitutions or adjustments to work procedures; and 

4. Note related record drawing information where relevant 

D. Complete Daily Record Documents (Daily Progress Reports or similar) at end of each 
workday and do not leave work areas until required information is recorded. Legibly 
mark documents and include: 

1 .  City-owned Waterways Area Designation (as shown in City-owned Waterways 
Areas Sector Map) . 

2. Date of notification to begin work for each City-owned waterway area. 

3 .  Date of work and field conditions experienced. 

4 .  Methods used. 

5. Nuisance plant species treated. 

6. Chemicals used, quantities and type of application. 

7. Address of complaint, if applicable. 

E .  Label each document consistently followed by the Contractor 's name, address and the 
signature of the Contractor's authorized representative. No Record Documents will be 
accepted from Subcontractors. 

F. Provide Daily progress updates via CityWorks database.

3 . 7  Protect ion of Existi ng Structures a n d  Uti l it ies 

A. Un less otherwise provided, CONTRACTOR sha l l  susta in  in p lace and protect from 
damage, pol es, posts, water or gas mai ns, sewers or dra ins, conduits, service pi pes, 
s idewal ks, cu rbs, sod, landscape, and other structures or property in the vici n ity of the 
work, whether over or u nderground.  CO NTRACTOR's proposed prices shal l inc l ude 
costs of potential remed ia l  work or rei nstatement due to unavoidable  d istu rbance of 
exist ing servi ces, structures and property made necessary by the work. CONTRACTOR 
sha l l  notify city prior to any such known d i sturbance.  

B .  CONTRACTOR shal l rect ify any u nantici pated damage to exist ing services, structures 
and property caused by CONTRACTOR's staff or eq u i pment without compensation. 

C. No respons ib i l ity wi l l  be assu med by the C ITY for the correctness of completeness of any 
documents provided with respect to exist ing uti l i t ies, pi pes, catch bas ins, conduits, poles, 
chambers or other objects, either underground or on the surface. Should the drawi ngs of 
such be found to be i n correct, i ncom plete, or have been omitted, no clai ms on that 
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account will  be considered. Carefully investigate for underground services before 
performing maintenance work. 

D. CONTRACTOR shall contact the various utility compan ies as required prior to 
commencing any work that may affect service. 

E. CONTRACTOR shall ensure familiarity with the exact location of uti l it ies and protect 
them during work and assume liability for damage to them. 

F. Property Damage 

1. Observation of property damage prior to the commencement of work, whether 
publ ic  or private, shall immediately be reported to CITY. 

2. Property damage, whether public or private, caused by CONTRACTOR during 
the course of the work shall be immediately reported to CITY, and repaired by 
CONTRACTOR at the CONTRACTOR'S expense and at no cost to CITY or 
property owner. 

3.8 Clean Up 

CONTRACTOR shall be responsible on a daily basis to maintain a c lean work site and to improve 
the condition of the City's Waterway Areas by removing al l non-natural, or man-made debris 
encountered during vegetation treatment work that is capable of being removed without 
specialized equipment or substantial additional labor. CONTRACTOR shall dispose of debris 
properly. 

3 .9  Special Tools and Training 

CONTRACTOR shall provide for all special tools and training needed to efficiently meet the 
mi n imum requirements of this project. 

3.10 Efficient Operations 

CONTRACTOR may be required by CITY to modify proposed approach for perceived efficiencies 
or other general coordination reasons. 

3. 1 1  Discovery and Notification 

If CONTRACTOR discovers damages, vandalism or theft, CONTRACTOR shall immediate ly 
notify CITY and shall fil e a police report of the occurrence. 

3.12 Disaster Preparedness and Response 

CONTRACTOR shall assist CITY in preparing for and responding to a disaster event within 
CITY if the event results i n  or is expected to result  i n  specif ic damages related to City-owned 
waterways vegetation management/maintenance.

A. I nc lude in a l l  costs adm i n i strative and proced ura l  req u i rements for p lann i ng, cond ucti ng, 
reviewing and i nvoic ing  Work com pl eted under th is  contract. 

B .  I ncl ude a l l  costs req ui red for the com plete execution of the specified work inc lud ing cost 
of materia l s  and del ivery for treatments; product testing, cost of maintenance; cost of 
l abor and supervi s ion; social  secu rity; requ i red i n surance and other req ui red fri nge 
benefits; worker's compensation i nsurance; bond premi ums; rental of eq u i pment and 
mach inery; taxes; test i ng; traffic contro l ;  su rveys; mobi l ization; preparat ion of Progress 
Records and other req u i red subm itta ls; meet ing attendance; and other i ncidental 
expenses to accompl i sh the scope of work.

D. The CITY reserves the right to reject the CO NTRACTOR's  measurement of completed 
work that i nvolves use of establ ished prices, and to have th i s  Work measured by an 
i ndependent q ual ified professional  at the CITY'S expense. 

E. Contract Sum adj ustments w i l l  be made by Change Order on bas is  of need, at the 
d i scretion of the CITY. 

1 .  Except as otherwise specified, l abor un i t  or rates sha l l  apply to both ded uctive 

and add itive variations of q uantit ies. 

2 .  Labor u n its or rates i n  the Agreement sha l l  remain i n  effect unt i l  end of Contract 

date. 

3 .  Future contract extensions may renegotiate labor un its or  rates. 

F .  Payments for routine treatments w i l l  be made q uarterly a n d  at the pro-rata contract 
ann ua l/l ump sum price for each expense item shown i n  the Agreement. Payment sha l l  
constitute fu l l  compensation for furn i sh ing a l l  materia l s  and performing a l l  Work i n  
con nection therewith a n d  i ncidental thereto. 

1 .  Quarterly payment for rout ine nu i sance plant management sha l l  be made i n

2. No separate payment will be made for the preparation of progress records or 
attendance to meetings.

4. Payment for treatment deficiencies from prior billing periods shall be awarded 
upon satisfaction of nuisance vegetation coverage requirements as verified by 
CITY.

H. Contractor will measure areas to the nearest 0.1 acre o r  1 0  linear feet, on all 
documentation. Areas have been measured by CITY using GPS equipment and the areas 
and coverages are accepted by CONTRACTOR as provided by the CITY for the period of 
the contract. CONTRACTOR has had opportunity to inspect the areas and shall make no 
claim for additional compensation based on a recalculation of measurements of work 
areas. These areas are shown on the project documents. 

3.15 Disposal of Waste 

CONTRACTOR shall be responsible for the disposal of all personal trash and job-related waste 
items in a manner meeting all local, state and federal applicable laws, standards, codes and 
regulations. This requirement shall be solely the CONTRACTOR's responsibility. 

CONTRACTOR shall provide to the CITY, upon request, a copy of a standard form of 
transportation manifest showing that all used and or contaminated lubricants and filters are being 
properly handled and disposed. 

CONTRACTOR is responsible for all cost of disposal and any cleanup costs incurred due to 
improper use, handling, or disposal of equipment, materials, and fluids. 

3.16 Project Closeout 

A. When CONTRACTOR considers the Work to be completed at the end of the contract 
term, CONTRACTOR shall  submit written certification to the CITY that the Work is 
completed and ready for final inspection.

4 .  Submit consent of su rety to  fi na l  payment; and 

5 .  S ubmit evidence of fi na l  conti n u i ng i nsurance coverage complying with 

i n su rance req u i rements. 

B .  CITY wi l l  i nspect the  Work upon recei pt of notice that the  Work, i nc lud ing  inspection 
l i st items from earl ier  i nspections, has been completed, except items whose com pletion 
has been del ayed because of ci rcumstances acceptable to the Envi ronmenta l consu ltant.

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4.1 Intent 

SECTION 4 

STANDARDS OF CONTRACTOR 

CONTRACTOR is an independent CONTRACTOR and the individuals assigned to work for CITY 
by CONTRACTOR are subject to the approval of CITY and shall not be CITY employees. 
CONTRACTOR must be fully licensed with all required State and/or local government licenses 
and permits and shall comply with all Federal, State and local laws, rules, practices and 
regulations. 

4.2 Facilities 

CITY reserves the right to inspect CONTRACTOR'S facilities at any reasonable time, during 
normal work hours, without prior notice to determine that CONTRACTOR has a bona fide place 
of business and is a responsible CONTRACTOR. 

4.3 Identification 

CONTRACTOR will not use or create any badge containing CITY'S name, seal, logo, or any other 
reference thereof for identification. CONTRACTOR shall use only a CITY issued identification 
badge. 

4.4 Experience 

CONTRACTOR must have a minimum of five (5) years of experience and have on-site at least 
one F DACS certified herbicide applicator. Crew leaders must have a minimum of 5 years of 
experience managing or maintaining South Florida natural areas or s imilar City Waterways 
Vegetation Management Services to properties with s im ilar complexity and size as those owned 
and managed by the CITY 

4.5  Relationship Contact 

CONTRACTOR shall maintain at a mini mum one relationship contact for this contract who will 
respond to specific CITY requests, twenty-four hours a day, seven days a week, including all 
public holidays. The relationship contact shall be available by cellular telephone and shall be 
expected to v isit the work site as requested by CITY. The relationship contact shall be able to 
manage all facets of the contract. The relationsh ip  contact must be fluent in English and have 
excellent communication skills and be capable of directing a l l  regular maintenance and 
additional services and coordinating these with CITY. The relationship contacts shall use h is/her 
experience and training to prevent, detect and control adverse conditions by physically 
inspecting the work area regularly. 

4.6 Subcontracting Work 

A. Award of Subcontracts and Other Contracts for Portions of Work. CONTRACTOR shall 
furnish in writing to CITY the names of persons or entities proposed for each principal 
portion of the work. In addition, CONTRACTOR shall not change subcontractors 
performing any portion of the work required by this Agreement without prior written 
approval by CITY. 
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CONTRACTOR shall be responsible and liable to CITY for all work performed by the 
Subcontractors or their employees, agents or contractors, pursuant to th is Agreement. 

B. Sub-contractual Relations. By listing the names of each as set forth in Exhibit "C", attached 
hereto and made a part hereof, CONTRACTOR shall require each subcontractor, to the 
extent the work to be performed by the subcontractor, to be bound to CONTRACTOR 
by terms of the Agreement, and to assume toward CONTRACTOR all the obligations and 
responsibilities which CONTRACTOR, by this Agreement, assumes toward CITY. Each 
sub-contract agreement, between CONTRACTOR and a subcontractor, shall preserve 
and protect the rights of CITY under the Agreement with respect to the work to be 
performed by the subcontractor so that subcontracting thereof shall not prejudice the 
rights, and shall allow the subcontractor, unless specifically provided otherwise in the 
sub-contract agreement, the benefit of all rights, remedies and redress against 
CONTRACTOR that CONTRACTOR, by the Agreement, has against CITY. 

C. Where appropriate, CONTRACTOR shall require each subcontractor to enter into similar 
agreements with the subcontractors. CONTRACTOR shall make available to each 
proposed subcontractor, prior to the execution of the sub-contract agreement, copies of 
the Agreement to which the subcontractor shall be bound, and upon written request of 
the subcontractor, identify to the subcontractor terms and conditions of the proposed sub­
contract agreement which may be at variance with the Agreement. Subcontractors shall 
similarly make copies of applicable portions of such documents available to their 
respective proposed subcontractors. 

4.7 Drug-Free Workplace 

CONTRACTOR continues to implement and maintain a drug-free workplace program, in 
accordance with Section 287.087, Florida Statutes. 

4 .8  Transition Plan 

CONTRACTOR shall provide a detailed description of how services will be transitioned under 
CITY'S current Agreement to CONTRACTOR. CONTRACTOR is responsible for minimizing any 
negative impacts to CITY by ensuring a smooth and orderly transition of service. 

Prior to the termination of this Agreement, CONTRACTOR shall use its best efforts to ensure a 
smooth and orderly transition of service. 

4.9 Adherence to City Policy 

CONTRACTOR assigned to handle the services outlined in this RFP for the CITY shall adhere to 
all CITY policies, procedures and protocols. 

4.10 Disclosure of Relationships 

CONTRACTOR agrees to give CITY written notice of any Relationship, as defined herein, that 
CONTRACTOR enters into with C ITY or any of its districts, its elected or appointed officials, its 
employees or agents, during the period of this Agreement. 

A "Relationship" for the purpose of this Section shall include but not be limited to 
employer/employee, consultant, contractor, sub-contractor, associate, officer, partnership, joint 
venture, ownership greater than one percent, landlord/tenant, or creditor/debtor, gift 
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donor/reci pient i n  excess of $ 1 00.00, past or on-going personal re lat ionships, or joint 
i nvolvement with charitable/vol untary activit ies. 

4 . 1 1 Exc lusivity 

CITY reserves the ri ght to have City Waterways Vegetation Mai ntenance Services provided by 
others. This action w i l l  not waive or void any of the terms and condit ions i n  th is  Agreement. 

4 . 1 2  Repai rs 

CONTRACTOR sha l l  obta in  a l l  permits and pay a l l  requ i red fees to any regu latory agency having 
j ur isd iction over any work requ i red to repai r or rep lace damages caused by the CONTRACTOR. 
I nspections requ i red by local ord i nances du ring  the course of nu i sance plant control sha l l  be 
arranged as requ i red . U pon completion of the repa i r  work, evidence sati sfactory to CITY shal l be 
fu rn ished to show that al l work has been performed i n  accordance with the appl icab le ord i nances 
and code requ i rements. Permit Fees with support ing documentation shal l be rei mbursed by the 
CITY. 

4 . 1 3 Performance Eva l uat ion 

The CITY sha l l  meet the CONTRACTOR every th ree months to review the CONTRACTOR's 
performance. Any i nstances of poor performance sha l l  be documented in writ ing to 
CONTRACTOR fo l lowed by a written commitment from CONTRACTOR to resolve the issues in  
a ti meframe agreed to  by CITY and CONTRACTOR. 

Fa i l ure of CONTRACTOR to provide effective treatments to areas priorit ized by CITY, two (2) 
consecutive quarters from the date of notificat ion may be deemed at CONTRACTOR's default 
and CITY may term inate the Agreement i n  i ts sole d i scretion. 

4 . 1 4  L icensing 

CONTRACTOR must be fu l l y  l i censed with a l l  requ i red State and/or Local government l i censes 
and perm its. 

4 . 1 5 Cont ingency A l l owance 

CONTRACTOR agrees that a cont ingency a l lowance, if any, is for the sole use of the 
CITY to cover unantici pated costs.

CONTRACTO R shal l at a l l t i mes enforce strict d i sc ipl i ne and good order among 
CONTRACTO R'S empl oyees/i ndependent contractors, and sha l l  not employ on the work s i te an 
u nfit person or  anyone not sk i l led in the work assigned to h i m .  S ubcontractors, employees or 
independent contractors of CONTRACTOR whose work is unsati sfactory to CITY or who are 
considered by C ITY 'S representatives as care less, i ncompetent, unski l led or d i sorderly or who 
use th reaten ing  or abusive language to any person sha l l  be d i smissed from work upon not ice 
from CITY and sha l l  not be employed to perform the work u nder th is  Agreement thereafter. No 
l i q uor, a lcohol ic  beverages, smoking or drugs shal l be a l l owed on the site of the work. 

A .  Lead Tech n ic ian:  CONTRACTOR sha l l  mai nta in  a Lead Tech n ician with i n  the area and 
with in s ight of treatment crews at al l t i mes. The Lead Techn ician sha l l  be fl uent in Engl ish 
and sha l l  have exce l l ent commun ication ski l l s  and be capable of d i rect ing a l l  work 
req uested by the CITY. 

B .  Employee/I ndependent Contractor or Subcontractor Performance: CONTRACTOR shal l 
employ (or contract with) personnel  com petent to perform the work specified here in .  
CITY reserves the  right to  req uest the  removal of a CONTRACTOR'S 
employee/i ndependent contractor or subcontractor from performing maintenance on the 
CITY'S property where such empl oyee's/i ndependent contractor's or subcontractor's 
performance or actions, are perceived as obvious ly detri mental  to CITY.

B. Treatments shall prioritize plants that depreciate the aesthetic appeal, ecological health, 
or physical stability of the lake banks. Plants should be treated and controlled to 
demonstrate a balance between aesthetic appeal and ecologic health. 

C. CONTRACTOR sh al I control other native/nuisance plant species that may adversely 
impact the natural growth of more desirable plant species as determined by the CITY or 
the City's Consultant. 

D. Regulatory Agencies: This contract is subject to the rules and regulations of the public 
agencies listed below, i ncluding but not limited to: 

1. USCOE - United States Army Corps of Engineers 
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2. F DEP - Florida Department of Environmental Protection 

3. BCEPG M D  - Broward Cou nty E nvironmental Protection and Growth 

Management Department 

4 .  SFWM D - South Florida Water Management District 

5 .  FG FWFC - Florida Game & Freshwater Fish Commission 

5.3 Equipment 

A. Vehicles: CONTRACTOR shall keep all vehicles in good repair, free from leaking fluids, 
properly registered, of uniform color and shall bear the company name on each side in 
not less than 1 ½ "  letters. 

B .  Equipment Safety: CONTRACTOR shall keep all equipment i n  a n  efficient and safe 
operating condition while performing work under this Agreement. Equipment shall have 
proper safety devices maintained at all times while in use. If equipment does not contain 
proper safety devices and/or is being operated in an unsafe man ner, the CITY may direct 
CONTRACTOR to remove such equipment and/or the operator until the deficiency is 
corrected to the satisfaction of the CITY. CONTRACTOR shall be responsible and liable 
for injury to persons and property caused by the operation of the equipment. 

C.  Storage: CITY shall not provide facilities at which CONTRACTOR may store equipment. 
CONTRACTOR shall be responsible for mobilization and setup, and demobilization and 
breakdown, each day. 

5.4 Accessing Treatment Areas 

It is anticipated that access difficulties will present periodically, and that various vehicles will 
be needed to perform contracted work. In general :  

A.  City Waterways shall be treated via mule/buggy from the shoreline, via skiff from the 
adjacent open water, and via airboat only for areas which can not be reasonably accessed 
by either. 

B. CONTRACTOR shall select treatment equipment and methods to minimize visual, 
auditory, or physical disruption to residential areas. 

C .  CITY approval shall be obtained prior to using airboats for any treatment needs. 

D .  Alternative proposed access plans or approaches shal I be coordinated with the CITY 
and/or the City's Consultant prior to implementation. 

E. Existing structures or conditions (ruts, sign posts, overgrown landscape vegetation, etc.) 
that limit or reduce access to waterway treatment areas via designated access points shall 
be communicated to CITY so that the CITY's preferred solution may be implemented. 

F .  CONTRACTOR shall  b e  provided one set of keys/pushbutton clicker for access t o  all 
gated areas 
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5.5 Materials 

A. CONTRACTOR shall furnish all materials used in performing vegetation management 
and maintenance activities listed in Sections 2 - Scope of Work, and Section 3 -Standards 
of Work. Cost of materials and special equipment is included in proposal for performing 
the required routine work at all CITY waterway areas shown in Section 2.3 and prices as 
shown in Section 2 .4 A. 

B. CONTRACTOR shall maintain an adequate supply of materials and equipment necessary 
for scheduled maintenance. No labor shall be charged or reduced level of service shall 
be borne by the CITY for the time spent picking up parts necessary to complete annual 
preventive maintenance or repair work. 

C. Source Quality Control: All nuisance plant control materials shall be shipped with 
certificates of inspection required by governing authorities. 

D. Materia ls used on site shall not be expired or past the intended l ifespan of the product. 

E. All materials utilized in the performance of work under this contract shall be stored, 
handled, transported, mixed, and applied in accordance with manufacturer 
recommendations. 

5.6 Herb icide Treatments 

Herbicide application is an essential component of the work required under this contract. 
Herbicides must be selective and approved for aquatic use, in order that nuisance species in the 
City's waterway areas are eradicated and desirable species are not adversely affected. 

A. Herbicides 

CONTRACTOR is responsible for developing an effective and detailed herbicide work 
plan designed specifically to control nuisance species and to m1n1m1ze 
unintended/undesirable impacts and effects. CONTRACTOR must ensure that the 
herbicides used will be effective on targeted species in the conditions present, and shall 
follow all applicable regulations. CONTRACTOR is also encouraged to propose to CITY 
any new chemicals/treatments/methods that may have improved effectiveness for the 
intended scope of work. In general, CONTRACTOR shall provide the following specific 
treatments/approaches unless an equally effective treatment is approved by the CITY. 

1 .  A post-removal application of CARLON 4 or approved equivalent - for nuisance 
trees or shrubs removed from shorelines. 

2. A post-emergent application of RODEO aquatic herbicide or approved equivalent 
for cattails, torpedo grass and other non-woody nuisance species. 

3.  ROU NDUP herbicide or approved equivalent shall be used for a 6 inch strip at 
the edge of sod where landscaping meets the littoral shelf. 

4. Submerged aquatic herbicide or proposed treatment methods and proposed 
locations must be submitted to CITY for approval prior to conducting algae, 
hydrilla and associated aquatic species treatments. 
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B. Adjuvants and Indicator Dyes 

1 .  Indicator dye shall not be utilized for City waterway treatments due to visibility 
and potential complaints from residents. Herbicide application along waterways 
shall be conducted systematically and tracked via GPS; start/stop points shall be 
recorded in Daily Progress Reports to prevent accidental overlap or re-treatment 
as well as potential gaps between separate treatments. 

2 .  Adjuvants shall be utilized as appropriate to maximize the effectiveness of 
applications. 

3. CONTRACTOR shall coordinate all specific purpose herbicide applications with 
the CITY and shall submit any herbicide or application changes to CITY for 
consideration at least 24 hour prior to implementation/application. 

C. Herbicide Application Techniques 

CONTRACTOR is responsible for developing and gaining approval from CITY of a work 
plan to uti lize herbicide application in an effective manner to control 
exotic/invasive/nuisance species. CONTRACTOR shall be evaluated based on the 
implementation and performance of the plan, which includes avoiding impacts to other 
nearby or adjacent resources. The following industry standard techniques have been 
applicable and effective based on experience with the CITY's natural areas, and the 
CONTRACTOR's work plan shall provide results with at least the same level of efficacy 
of these techniques. 

i .  Spray Methods: 

i. Aquatic  Spray Method: shall be used for direct application of herbicide to aquatic 
nuisance species. This method is to be executed by selective application to 
targeted species with no overspray applied to the desirable plant species. Any 
woody nuisance shrubs or trees treated on the lake banks, lake corners, or aquatic 
pods that exceed 24" in overall height and are too large for manual removal shall 
be treated with herbicide and upon visual evidence of successful treatment, the 
dead biomass shall be removed at ground level and disposed off-si te. 

Use the approved manufacturer's recommended application rate and solution of 
RODEO aquatic herbicide applied with a back-pack sprayer to the foliage of the 
nuisance species. 

ii . Submerged Aquatic Method: Submit desired eradication technique (method, 
herbicide) to CITY for approval in treatment of Hydrilla and other associated 
aquatic  nuisance species prior to commencing work. 

5. 7 Manual Vegetation Treatments 

A. Small trees and seedlings of woody nuisance species will be removed by this method. In 
order to not adversely impact desirable species, manual removal (where feasible) will be 
the primary method of nuisance plant control for the following species: 

1. Melaleuca quinquenervia (seedlings less than I" caliper typ.); 

2. Schinus terebinth i folius (seedlings less than I" caliper typ.; 
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3. Ludwigia peruviana; 

4. Bischoia javanica; and 

5. Other species as observed and requested by CITY. 

B. Manually removed nuisance plant biomass from the waterways and adjacent CITY 
managed properties, shall be removed from the site and disposed of off-s ite in accordance 
with applicable regulations. 

C. Nuisance Vines: If nuisance vines, including but not limited to, species of Vigna, 
Dioscorea and Mikania, are covering a desirable tree or plant within the project scope, 
those vines shall be cut, treated and the cut b iomass removed. 

D. All other methods of nuisance plant control will require approval by the CITY prior to 
commencement. 

5.8 Inclement Weather 

Heat, wind, humidity, and precipitation all present periodic complications for various aspects 
of nui sance vegetation treatment. 

A. CONTRACTOR shall adequately protect the work and take appropriate precautions at 
times of inclement weather. 

B. Inclement weather or extra work caused by such weather will not be accepted as reason 
for additional payment but may be considered for time extension or justification for sub­
standard performance during review of quarterly invoice submittals. 

C. CONTRACTOR shall cease all eradication work that will be adversely affected by 
inclement weather, to prevent impacts upon desirable species and help ensure proper 
treatment of targeted species. 

D. CONTRACTOR shall strategically plan treatment efforts to accommodate weather 
forecasts. 

5.9 Field Inspections: 

A. Herbicides: Herbicides wi l l  be available for inspection at the s ite by the CITY before they 
are used in the nuisance plant control operations. if necessary, samples shall be taken 
and analyzed by a certified lab at the CONTRACTOR's  expense. 

B. On-Site Observations: At any time during the nuisance p lant control work by the 
CONTRACTOR, the CITY may visit the site to observe work underway. Upon request, 
the CONTRACTOR shall be required to exhibit work as directed by the CITY without 
compensation. Should the materials or workmanship, or results not meet the standard 
specifications herein, the CONTRACTOR shall correct the problem at his expense. 

5. 1 0  Disposal of Vegetative Debris 

A. Dispose of all physically removed nuisance plant species on-site or off-site in accordance 
with the terms of this Agreement. 
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B. Disposal shall be conducted in a legal and approved manner that minimizes disturbance 
or damage to existing desirable vegetation, does not encourage re-infestation by the 
nuisance species, and complies with all applicable State and local codes. 

C. CITY will reimburse direct disposal costs when presented with the original disposal 
receipt.

A.  The pol ic ies of i n surance shal l be p laced with insurance carriers authorized to do 
busi ness by the I n surance Department of  the State of F lorida, and meet a m i n i mum 
financia l  rat ing by AM Best Company of no less than "A- Exce l lent: FSC V I I "; and, 

B. C ITY sha l l  be named as add it ional i nsured on a l l  po l i cies except worker's compensation 
and profess ional l iabi l ity; and, 

C. The add i t ional i nsu red status for CITY for general l iabi l i ty and for completed operat ions 
sha l l  be mai ntai ned for th is Agreement for five years fo l l owing the completion of a l l  
services, pursuant to  th i s  Agreement or n o  more restrictive than the I n su rance Services 
office ( I SO) form CG 203 7 (07 04). 

D. Any person, organ izati on ,  veh ic le, equ i pment, or other person or property fu lfi l l ing this 
Agreement is  bou nd by these i n surance req u i rements. 

E .  A n y  changes t o  these specificat ions sha l l  be at t h e  sole  and excl usive d i scretion of C ITY. 

F .  CITY reta ins  the ri ght to review, at  any t i me, pol icies, coverage, app l icable 
forms/endorsements, and amou nts of i nsurance. 

G .  CO NTRACTOR i s  responsib le for repai r ing  o r  rep laci ng any damage to structu res un less 
otherwise add ressed with i n  th is  Agreement. 

H .  I nsurance sha l l  not be suspended, voided o r  cance led except after 3 0  ca lendar days prior 
written not ice by certified mai l ,  return receipt req uested, has been given to C ITY, except 
the cance l l at ion notice period for non-payment of premi ums sha l l  be 1 0  days. 

I .  Certificates of I nsurance evidencing cond itions to th is  Agreement are to be furn i shed to 
C ity of Weston, 1 7200 Royal Pa l m  Boulevard, Weston, FL 33326.  

J .  Notices of Accidents (occurrences) and Noti ces of C la ims associated with work being 
performed u nder th is Agreement sha l l  be provided to CO NTRACTOR's insurance 
company and CITY as soon as pract icable  after notice to the i nsured. 

K. CONTRACTOR agrees by enter ing i nto th is written Agreement that the insurance pol icies 
provided w i l l  i nc l ude a Waiver of Subrogation in  favor of CITY. CONTRACTOR'S 
insurance sha l l  be Pri mary and non-contributory. 

L. CO NTRACTOR is responsib le for any costs or expenses be low deduct ib les, self-i nsured 
retentions, coverage excl us ions or l i mi tati ons, or coi nsurance penalt ies. 
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6.2 Specific Coverage 

The following specific insurance coverages � apply or D do not apply to this solicitation: 

� Workers Compensation: CONTRACTOR shall provide statutory workers' compensation, 
and employer's liability insurance with limits of not less than $1,000,000 per employee 
per accident, $ 1 ,000,000 disease aggregate and $1,000,000 per employee per disease for 
all personnel on the worksite. If applicable, coverage for the Jones Act and United States 
Longshoremen and Harborworkers exposures must also be included. Elective exemptions 
shall NOT satisfy this requirement. Certificates evidencing an employee leasing company 
as employer shall not be accepted). In the event SERVICE PROVIDER has "leased" 
employees, SERVICE PROVIDER must provide a workers' compensation policy for all 
personnel on the worksite. All documentation must be provided for review and approval 
by CITY. 

CONSULTANT is responsible for the Workers' Compensation of any and all 
subcontractors, incl uding leased employees, used by Proposer. Evidence of workers' 
compensation insurance coverage for all subcontractors, including leased employees, 
must be submitted prior to any work being performed. 

� Commercial General Liability: CONSULTANT shall provide evidence of commercial 
general I iabi I ity on an occurrence Form no more restrictive than ISO form CG 2010, and 
including but not limited to bodily injury, property damage, contractual liability, products 
and completed operations (without limitation), and personal and advertising inj ury 
liability with limits of not less than $1,000,000 each occurrence, and $2,000,000 in 
aggregate, covering all work performed under this Agreement. 

� Business Automobile Liability: CONSULTANT shall provide evidence of business 
automobile liability on a standard ISO form, and including per occurrence limits of not 
less than $1,000,000 covering all work performed under this Agreement. Coverage shall 
include liability for owned, non-owned & hired automobiles. If private passenger 
automobiles are used in the business, they shall be commercially insured. 

� Umbrella or Excess Liability: Umbrella polices are acceptable to provide the total required 
general liability, automobile liability, and employers' liability limits. Umbrella policies 
shall a lso name CITY as additional insured and coverage shall be provided on a "Follow 
Form" basis. 

� Subcon tractors: Insurance requirements itemized in this contract and required of 
CONSUL TANT shall be provided on behalf of all subcontractors to cover their operations 
performed under this Agreement. CONSULTANT shall be held responsible for any 
modifications, deviations, or omissions in these insurance req uirements as they apply to 
subcontractors. 

� Pollution Liabil i ty: For sudden and gradual occurrences or claims made and, in an amount, 
no less than $1,000,000 per claim and $3,000,000 in the aggregate arising out of work 
performed under this Agreement, including but not limited to, all hazardous materials 
identified under the Agreement. 

D Professional Liabi lity: CONSULTANT shall maintain Profess ional L iability insurance for 
both the CONSULTANT and any professionals required to carry professional licenses. The 
policy shall be written at a limit of not less than $2,000,000 Each Occurrence and 
$4,000,000 Annual Aggregate. 
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D Hazardous Materials Insurance: For the purpose of this section, the term "hazardous 
materials" includes all materials and substances that are now designated or defined as 
hazardous by Florida or Federal law or by the rules or regulations of Florida or any Federal 
Agency. If work being performed involves hazardous materials, the need to procure and 
maintain any or all of the following coverage will be specifically addressed upon review of 
exposure. However, if hazardous materials are identified while carrying out this 
Agreement, the CITY shall be notified immediately, and no further work shall be performed 
in the area of the hazardous material until the SERVICE PROVIDER provides the following 
coverage(s) as determined solely by the CITY. 

0 Cyber Liability: CONSU LTANT shall obtain, at CONSU LTANT 's expense, and keep in 
effect during the term of this contract, Cyber Liabil i ty Insurance covering any damages 
ar ising from alteration of, loss of, or destruction of electronic data and/or information 
"property" of the CITY that will be in the care, custody, or control of CONSU LTANT. 
Coverage shal l  be sufficiently broad to respond to the duties and obligations as is 
undertaken by CONSULTANT in this agreement and shall include, but not be limited to, 
claims involving infringement of intellectual property, including but not l imited to 
infringement of copyright, trademark, trade dress, invasion of privacy violations, 
unauthorized access to a computer system, hacker attacks, denial of service attacks, 
malicious code, information theft, release of private information, extortion and network 
security. The policy shall provide coverage for breach response costs as well as regulatory 
fines and penalties as well as credit monitoring expenses with limits sufficient to respond 
to these obligations. Combined single l imit per occurrence shall not be less than 
$2,000,000. 

D Builders' Risk - Property Coverage: a special form coverage shall include, but not be 
limited to: 

1. Storage and transport of mater ials, equipment, supplies of any kind whatsoever to be 
used on or incidental to the project. 

2. Theft coverage. 
3.  Waiver of Occupancy Clause endorsement, which will enable the CITY to occupy 

the facility under construction/renovation during such activity. 
4. Limits of insurance to equal 100% of the insurable completed contract amount of 

such addition(s), building(s) or structure(s), on an agreed amount/replacement cost 
basis, and Maximum deductible clause of $10,000 each claim; exceptions may be 
made for Windstorm and Flood deductibles. 

D Builders' Risk - Installation Coverage: For installation, CONTRACTOR must provide 
Builders' Risk installation coverage to include coverage for materials stored at the project 
site, property while in transit, and property stored at a temporary location for the amount 
of materials involved in this contract.

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SECTION 7 

STANDARDS OF PERFORMANCE & PAYMENT SECURITY 

7.1 Security Requirements 

A. Within fourteen days of the Notice of Award by City Commission, CONTRACTOR shall 
furnish to CITY performance & payment security in an amount equal to $200,000.00 as 
security for the faithful performance of Agreement and for the payment of all persons 
performing labor and/or furnishing materials in connection with the Agreement. Bond 
shall be submitted on Exhibit E provided in the Agreement. The condition of this 
obligation is such that, if CONTRACTOR shall promptly and faithfully perform the 
Agreement, make payments to all claimants for all labor and material used or reasonably 
required for use in the performance of the Agreement, and shall fully indemnify and save 
harmless CITY and its agents and/or service provider for all costs and damages that may 
be suffered by reason of failure to do so, then this obligation shall be null and void; 
otherwise it shall remain in ful I force and effect. 

B. The performance & payment security shall be in the form of a cashier 's check payable to 
"City of Weston" and drawn on a bank, authorized to do business in the State of Florida, 
or a surety bond issued by a surety company meeting the qualifications stated in this 
Section. A copy of the cashier's check or surety bond shall be attached as Exhibit E. 

C. The surety company issuing the surety bond shall fulfill each of the following provisions, 
and CONTRACTOR shall provide evidence to document such fulfillment: 

1 .  The surety company is licensed to do business in the State of Florida. 

2. The surety company holds a valid certificate of authority, authorizing it to write 
surety bonds in the State of Florida. 

3. The surety company has twice the minimum surplus and capital required by the 
Florida Insurance Code at the time the Agreement is executed. 

4. The surety company is otherwise in comp I iance with the provisions of the Florida 
Insurance Code. 

5 .  The surety company holds a valid certificate of authority issued by the United 
States Department of the Treasury under 31 U.S.C. § 9304-9308. 

6. The bond shall contain all provisions required by § 255.05, Florida Statutes, as 
may be amended from time to time. 

7.  The bond shall be issued by a Florida resident agent. 

8. A surety bond shall be executed by a surety company of recognized standing 
having been in business with a record of successful continuous operation for at 
least five years. 
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9. The surety company shall meet a minimum financial rating by AM Best Company 
of no less than "A- Excellent: FSC VII" and shall have at least a minimum 
policyholders rating of A- Class VII or higher. In the event that the surety 
company's rating shall drop, the surety company shall immediately notify CITY. 

10. All surety companies are subject to review and approval by CITY and may be 
rejected without cause. All bonds signed by an agency shall be accompanied by 
a certificate of authority to act. 

D. Duration of Security: Performance & payment security shall remain in force until 
expiration .  If the Agreement is terminated, they shall remain in force for one year from 
the date of termination of this Agreement as protection to CITY against losses resulting 
from improper performance of work under the Agreement that may appear or be 
discovered during that period. 

E. Alternative Security: In the event that CONTRACTOR is unable to obtain a performance 
and payment bond for the full term of this Agreement, the City Manager may, in his or 
her discretion, allow CONTRACTOR to instead provide a performance and payment 
bond in the required amount for a one-year term, so long as: 

1. CONTRACTOR provides CITY with a continuation certificate executed by the 
surety at least thirty days prior to each annual renewal documenting that the 
performance and payment bond has been renewed for an additional one-year 
period (or document showing that the performance and payment bond has been 
replaced with an equivalent one-year performance and payment bond acceptable 
to the City Manager); 

2 .  I f  CONTRACTOR fails timely to provide the written documentation required in 
Section 7.1 (E)(l ), then CITY (with no required notice or cure period) may 
terminate this Agreement and CONTRACTOR shall be liable to CITY for 
liquidated damages equal to ten percent of the required amount of the 
performance and payment bond; and 

3. CONTRACTOR provides to CITY and keeps in place during the entire term of this 
Agreement, a letter of credit from a financial institution meeting the requirements 
set forth herein in an amount equal to ten percent of the required performance 
and payment security amount, which letter of credit shall be immediately payable 
to the CITY if this Agreement is terminated pursuant to Section 7.1 (E)(2). 

The parties agree that the liquidated damage amount of ten percent of the amount of the 
performance and payment bond is not a penalty, is reasonable in the light of the 
anticipated or actual harm that would be caused by the termination of this Agreement as 
a result of the failure to provide a renewal or replacement bond, and that there would be 
difficulties, inconvenience and non-feasibility in proving the amount of loss and 
obtai ning an adequate remedy.

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8.1 Notice to Commence 

SECTION 8 

G E N E RAL CON DITIONS 

No work shall commence until the Notice of Commencement is issued by CITY. 

8.2 Exemption Prohibition 

CONTRACTOR agrees and acknowledges that CONTRACTOR is prohibited from exempting any 
provisions of this Agreement. 

8.3 Failure to Comply with Provisions 

CONTRACTOR agrees and acknowledges that CONTRACTOR'S failure to comply with any 
provisions in this Agreement, including but not l imited to failing to accurately complete any or 
all attached forms and exhibits, may constitute a breach of this Agreement, and may result in 
termination of this Agreement. 

8.4 Additional Services 

If it should become necessary for CITY to request CONTRACTOR to render any additional 
services to either supplement the services described in the Agreement or to perform additional 
work, such additional work shall be performed only if set forth in an amendment to this 
Agreement. Any such additional work shall be by mutual agreement of both parties, negotiated 
as to price, and approved by action of City Commission. 

8.5 Compensation 

A. The amount of compensation payable by CITY to CONTRACTOR shall be based upon 
the prices as set forth in Exhibit B, attached hereto and made a part hereof, which amount 
shall be accepted by CONTRACTOR as full compensation for all such work performed 
under this Agreement. It is acknowledged and agreed by CONTRACTOR that these 
amounts are the maximum payable and constitute a limitati on upon CITY' S  obligati on to 
compensate CONTRACTOR for its services related to this Agreement. This maximum 
amount, however, does not consti tute a limitation of any sort, upon CONTRACTOR'S  
obligation to perform all i tems of work required by or  which can be reasonably inferred 
from the Agreement. 

B .  CONTRACTOR may submit a n  invoice for compensation, developed and agreed upon 
by City Manager and CONTRACTOR, no more often than on a monthly basis, but only 
after the services for which the invoices are submitted have been completed. Invoices 
shall designate the nature of the services performed and shall also show a summary of 
fees with accrual of the total and credits for portions paid previously. Each statement shall 
show the proportion of the guaranteed maximum payment that has been expended 
through previous billings. 

C. Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the contrary, the City Manager may 
withhold, in whole or in part, payment to the extent necessary to protect CITY from loss 
on account of inadequate or defective work which has not been remed ied or resolved in

a manner satisfactory to the City Manager. The amount withheld shall not be subject to 
payment of interest by CITY. 

D. Payment shall be made to CONTRACTOR in accordance with the local government 
prompt payment act as stipulated in part VII of Chapter 218, Florida Statutes, by check, 
electronic funds transfer (EFT), e-pay or p-card, or other method as determined by CITY 
i n  its sole discretion. 

E. Beginning on October 1, 2026 and each October 1st thereafter, CONTRACTOR shall 
receive an annual adjustment in the rates established in the Rate Structure provided in 
Exhibit B .  The annual adjustments to costs in Exhibit B shall be based on the annual 
change in the February Consumer Price Index - All U rban Consumers, Not Seasonally 
Adjusted, All I tems, Miami-Fort Lauderdale-West Palm Beach Area, 1982-84 = 100, Series 
ID: CUURS35BSA0, CU USS35BSA0 (the "CPI"), except that the annual adjustment to the 
costs shall not exceed 5% (increase or decrease) . The CPI is available from the United 
States Department of Labor, Bureau of Labor Statistics. The parties acknowledge that fuel 
costs are reflected in the above referenced CPI, and therefore there shall be no add it ional 
fuel costs adjustments. 

8.6 Taxes 

CONTRACTOR shall not be entitled to CITY'S tax-exempt benefits. 

8. 7 Verbal Agreements 

A. No verba l agreement or conversation with any officer, agent, or employee of the CITY, 
either before or after execution of the Agreement, shall affect or modify any of the terms 
or obligations contained in the Agreement. Any such verbal agreement or conversation 
shall be considered as unofficial i nformation and in no way binding upon CITY or 
CONTRACTOR. 

B. The terms, condi tions, and pr ic ing of the Agreement can only be altered with an 
amendment to the Agreement by action of City Commission. 

8.8 No Conti ngency Fees 

CONTRACTOR warrants that it has not employed or retained any company or person, other than 
a bona fide employee working solely for CONTRACTOR, to solicit or secure this Agreement, 
and that it has not paid or agreed to pay any person, company, corporation, individual or firm, 
other than a bona fide employee working solely for CONTRACTOR, any fee, commission, 
percentage, gift or other consideration contingent upon or resulting from the award or making of 
this Agreement. 

8.9 Assignment; Non-transferability of Agreement 

A. The Agreement shall not be assigned or transferred. If CONTRACTOR is, or may be, 
purchased by or merged with any other corporate entity during the Agreement, the 
Agreement may be terminated as a result of such transaction .  The City Manager shall 
determine whether an Agreement is to be terminated in such instances. 

B. If, at any time during the Agreement, filings, notices or like documents are submitted to 
any regulatory agency concerning the potential acquisition of CONTRACTOR, or the sale 
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of a contro l l i ng i nterest i n  CONTRACTO R, or any s im i lar  transaction, CONTRACTOR 
sha l l  immed iately d i sclose such i nformation to C ITY. Fai l u re to do so may result  in the 
Agreement being term i n ated, at CITY'S sole d i scretion. 

8. 1 0  Compl iance with Appl icable Laws 

CONTRACTORS are req ui red to comply with a l l  provis ions of federa l ,  state, county and local 
l aws, ord i nances, rules and regu lat ions that are appl icab le  to the services be ing provided in th is 
Agreement. Lack of knowledge of CONTRACTOR sha l l  i n  no way be a cause for re l ief from 
responsi bi l ity or constitute a cogn izab l e  defense aga inst the lega l effects thereof. 

8 . 1 1  Fami l iarity with Laws and Ord i nances 

CONTRACTOR is fam i l iar  with a l l  federa l ,  state and local laws, ord i nances, rules and regu lations 
which affect those engaged or employed in the provi sion of such services, or eq u i pment used i n  
the provis ion of such services, or  wh ich i n  any way affects the conduct of the provis ion of such 
services; and no plea of m i sunderstanding  w i l l  be cons ide red on account of ignorance thereof. 
If CONTRACTO R d iscovers any provi sions i n  the Agreement that are contrary to or i nconsistent 
with any law, ord i nance, or regu l at ion,  it shal l report the i ssue to CITY in writ ing without delay. 

8. 1 2  Adverti s ing  

CONTRACTOR agrees not to  use th i s  Agreement as a part of any advert is ing or  CONTRACTOR 
sponsored publ icity without the express written approval of City Manager or designee. 

8. 1 3  I ndemnification 

A. CONTRACTO R sha l l  i ndemn ify, hold harmless and, at CITY's opti on, pay for an attorney 
se lected by CITY, to defend C ITY and any of i ts officers, agents, servants and empl oyees 
from and aga inst any and a l l  l iabi l ity, su its, actions, damages, costs, losses and expenses, 
i nc lud ing attorneys ' fees, demands and cla ims for personal i nj u ry, bod i ly i nj u ry, s ickness, 
d iseases or death or damage or destructi on of tang ib le  property, aris ing out of any errors, 
omiss i ons, m i scond uct or negl igent acts, errors or omissions of CO NTRACTO R, its 
offic ia ls, agents, employees or su bcontractors i n  the performance of the services of 
CONTRACTO R u nder th is  Agreement, whether d i rect or i nd i rect and from and agai nst 
any orders, j udgments, or decrees wh ich may be entered thereon and from and aga inst 
a l l  costs, damages of every k ind and nature, attorneys ' fees, expen ses and l iabi l ities 
i ncurred in and about the defense of any such c la im and investigation thereof. 

B .  CONTRACTOR sha l l  i ndemn ify, hold harm less and, at CITY's option, pay for an attorney 
selected by CITY, to defend CITY and any of i ts officers, agents, servants and employees 
from and aga inst any and a l l  l iabi l ity, su its, act ions, damages, costs, losses and expenses, 
i nc l uding attorneys' fees, demands and cla ims sought by th i rd parties re lated to any 
a l leged breach of any non-competit ion of s imi lar provis ions .  

C. CONTRACTOR sha l l  i ndem nify CITY and any of its officers, agents, servants and 
employees, for a l l  loss, damage, expense or l iab i l ity i ncl udi ng, without l i mitation, cou rt 
costs and attorneys ' fees that may resu lt  by reason of any i nfri ngement or c la i m of 
i nfri ngement by CONTRACTO R of any patent, trademark, copyri ght, trade secret or other 
proprietary ri ght re l at ing to services fu rni shed pursuant to th is  Agreement. 
CONTRACTO R shal I defend and/or sett le  at its own expense any action brought against 
CITY, any of i ts officers, agents, servants and employees, to the extent that it is based on 
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a c la im that products or services furn ished to CITY by CONTRACTOR pursuant to th is  
Agreement, or if any portion of the services or goods related to the performance of the 
service become un usable as a resu l t  of any such infri ngement or c la im. 

D. CONTRACTOR acknowledges that specific consideration has been paid or sha l l  be paid 
under th is  Agreement for th is  hold harm less and i ndemn ification provi sion, and fu rther 
agrees with the foregoing prov is ions of i ndemn ity and with the co l lateral ob l i gation of 
i nsuri ng said i ndemn ity. 

E .  The provis ions of th i s  section sha l l  survive the expi ration or earl ier termination of th is  
Agreement. To the extent considered necessary by City Manager and City Attorney, any 
sums due to CONTRACTOR under th is  Agreement may be retained by CITY unti l a l l  of 
CITY's c la ims for indemn ification pursuant to th is  Agreement have been sett led or 
otherwise resolved; and any amount withheld sha l l  not be subject to payment of i nterest 
by CITY. 

8 . 1 4  Misce l l aneous 

A. Ownersh ip  of Documents: Un less otherwise provided by law, any and a l l  reports, 
surveys, and other data and documents provided or created i n  connection with th is  
Agreement are and sha l l  remai n the property of C ITY. Any compensat ion due to 
CONTRACTOR sha l l  be withheld unti l a l l  documents are received as provided here in .  

B .  Audit and  I nspection R ights, Retention of Records: 

1 .  CITY sha l l  have the ri ght to audit the books, records and accounts of 
CONTRACTOR that are related to th is  Agreement. CONTRACTOR shal l keep 
such books, records, and accounts as may be necessary i n  order to record 
complete and correct entries related to th i s  Agreement. 

2 .  CONTRACTOR agrees to keep such records and accounts as may be necessary 
i n  order to record complete and correct entries as to personnel hours charged for 
which CONTRACTOR receives re imbursement. Such records and accounts shal l 
be kept after completion of the work provided for i n  th i s  Agreement, for at a 
m in imum, the retention period requ i red by the F lorida Publ ic Records Act 
(Chapter 1 1 9, F l orida Statutes) and by item 340, D isbursement Records: Deta i l ,  
of the State of F lorida General Records Schedu le  GS 1 -SL  for State and Local 
Government Agencies, as may be promulgated from t ime to t ime. Such books 
and records sha l l be avai lable at a l l  reasonab le t i mes for examinat ion and audit 
by CITY. 

3 .  Such retention of such records and documents sha l l  be at CONTRACTOR'S 
expense. 

4. If any audit has been i n it iated and audit fi nd ings have not been reso lved at the 
end of the retention per iod, the books, records, and accounts sha l l  be reta i ned 
unt i l  resol ution of the audit fi ndings. If the F lorida Publ ic  Records Act is  
determi ned by CITY to be appl icab le to CONTRACTOR'S records, 
CONTRACTOR sha l l  comply with a l l  requ i rements thereof; however, no 
confident ia l ity or non-d i sc losu re req u i rement of either federal or state law sha l l  
be violated by  CONTRACTOR. Any incomplete o r  i ncorrect entry i n  such books, 
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records, and accounts shall be a basis for CITY'S disallowance and recovery of 
any payment upon such entry. 

5 .  CONTRACTOR shall respond to the reasonable inqu iries of successor 
CONTRACTORS and allow successor CONTRACTORS to receive working 
papers relating to matters of continu ing significance. 

6. CONTRACTOR shall provide a complete copy of all working papers to CITY, 
prior to f inal payment by CITY, in accordance with the Agreement for 
CONTRACTOR'S services. 

C. Public Records: CONTRACTOR shall comply with The F lorida Public Records Act as 
follows: 

1 .  Keep and maintain public records that ordinarily and necessarily would be 
requ ired by the CITY in order to perform the service. 

2. Upon request by the City's records custodian, provide the CITY with a copy of 
the requested records or allow the records to be inspected or copied within a 
reasonable time at a cost that does not exceed the cost provided in Chapter 1 1 9, 
Florida Statutes, or as otherwise provided by law. 

3.  Ensure that public records that are exempt or confidential and exempt from public 
records disclosure requirements are not disclosed except as authorized by law for 
the duration of the Agreement term. 

4. Upon completion of the Agreement or in the event of termination of the 
Agreement by either party, any and all public records relating to the Agreement 
in the possession of CONTRACTOR shall be delivered by CONTRACTOR to 
CITY, at no cost to CITY, within seven (7) days. All records stored electronically 
by CONTRACTOR shall be del ivered to the CITY in a format that is compatible 
with the City's information technology systems.

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D. Policy of Non-Discrimination: CONTRACTOR shall not discriminate against any person 
in its operations, activities or delivery of services under this Agreement. CONTRACTOR 
shall affirmatively comply with all applicable provisions of federal, state and local equal 
employment laws and shall not engage in or commit any discriminatory practice against 
any person based on race, age, religion, color, gender, sexual orientation, national origin, 
marital status, physical or mental disability, political affiliation or any other factor which 
cannot be lawfully used as a basis for service delivery.

H. Conflicts: Neither CONTRACTOR nor its employees shal l have or hold any continuing 
or frequent ly recurring employment or contractual relationship that is substantia lly 
antagonistic or incompatible with CONTRACTOR'S loyal and conscientious exercise of 
judgment related to its performance under this Agreement. 

1. CONTRACTOR agrees that none of its officers or employees sha ll, during the 
term of this Agreement, serve as an expert witness against CITY in any legal or 
administrative proceeding in which he or she is not a party, unless compel led by 
court process.

1 .  CONTRACTOR and the Su rety, jo int ly and severally bi nd themselves, their hei rs, executors, 
admin istrators, successors and assigns to CITY for the performance of the Agreement, wh ich 
i s  i ncorporated here in  by reference. 

2.  If  CONTRACTOR performs the Agreement, the Surety and CONTRACTOR shall have no 
obl igat ion under th is  Bond, except to part ic ipate i n  conferences. 

3. If there is no CITY Default, the Surety's obl igat ion under th is  Bond shall arise after: 

A. CITY has notif ied CONTRACTOR and the Su rety at its address described i n  paragraph 
1 0  below that CITY is consideri ng declari ng a CONTRACTOR Default and has 
requested and attempted to arrange a conference with CONTRACTOR and the Surety 
to be held not later than 15 days after receipt of such notice to d iscuss methods of 
performing  the Agreement. If CITY, CONTRACTOR and the Surety agree, 
CONTRACTOR shall be allowed a reasonable t ime to perform the Agreement, but 
such an agreement shall not waive CITY'S r ight, if any, subsequently to declare a 
CONTRACTOR Default; and 

B. CITY has declared a CONTRACTOR Default and formal ly termi nated 
CONTRACTOR'S r ight to complete the Agreement. Such CONTRACTOR Default 
shall not be declared earl ier than 20 days after CONTRACTOR and the Surety have 
received notice of such termi nation; and 

C. CITY has agreed to pay the Balance of the Agreement Price to the Surety in 
accordance with the terms of the Agreement or to a CONTRACTOR selected to 
perform the Agreement i n  accordance with the terms of the Agreement with CITY. 

4. When CITY has sat isfied the cond it ions of paragraph 3, the Surety shall promptly and at the 
Surety's expense take one of the fol lowi ng act ions: 

A. Arrange for CONTRACTOR, with consent of CITY, to perform and complete the 
Agreement; or 

B .  Undertake to perform and complete the Agreement i tself, through its agents or

C. Obtain bids or negotiated proposals from qualified CONTRACTORS acceptable to 
CITY for an Agreement for performance and complet ion of the Agreement, arrange 
for an Agreement to be prepared for execution by CITY and CONTRACTOR selected 
with CITY'S concurrence, to be secured with performance & payment bonds executed 
by a quali fied Surety equivalent to the bonds issued on the Agreement, and the 
Balance of the Agreement Price i ncurred by CITY resulti ng from CONTRACTOR's 
default; or 

D. Waive its right to perform and complete, arrange for completion, or obta in  a new 
CONTRACTOR acceptable to CITY and with reasonable promptness under the 
circumstances: 

1 .  After investigation, determine the amount  for which it may be liable to CITY 
and, as soon as practicable after the amount is determined, tender payment 
therefore to CITY; or 

ii. Deny liabil i ty i n  whole or in part and notify CITY citi ng reasons therefore. 

5 .  If the Surety does not proceed as provided i n  paragraph 4 with reasonable promptness, the 
Surety shall be deemed to be in default on this Bond, 15 days after receipt of an additional 
written notice from CITY to the Surety demanding that the Surety perform its obligations 
under this Bond, and CITY shall be entitled to enforce any remedy available to CITY. If the 
Surety proceeds, without proper notice to CITY, CITY shall be entitled to enforce any remedy 
available to CITY. 

6. After CITY has termi nated CONTRACTOR's right to complete the Agreement, and if the 
Surety elects to act, then the responsibilities of the Surety to CITY shall not be greater than 
those of CONTRACTOR under the Agreement, and the responsib ilities of CITY to the Surety 
shall not be greater than those of CITY under the Agreement. To the limit of the amount of 
this Bond, but subject to commitment by CITY of the Balance of the Agreement Price to 
mitigation of costs and damages on the Agreement, the Surety is obligated without 
duplication for: 

A. The responsibilities of CONTRACTOR for correction of defective work and 
completion of the Agreement; 

B. Additional legal, design professional and delay costs resulting from CONTRACTOR's 
Default, and resulti ng from the act ions or failure to act of the Surety under paragraph

C. Liquidated damages, or if no liquidated damages are specified in the Agreement, 
actual damages caused by delayed performance or non-performance of 
CONTRACTOR. 

7 .  The Surety shall not be  liable to CITY or  others for obligations of CONTRACTOR that are 
unrelated to the Agreement, and the Balance of the Agreement Price shall not be reduced or 
set off on account of any such unrelated obligations. No right of action shall accrue on this 
Bond to any person or entity other than CITY or its heirs, executors, administrators or 
successors. 

8. The Surety hereby waives notice of any change, including changes of time, to the Agreement 
or to related subcontracts, purchase orders and other obi igations. 

9 .  Any proceed ing, legal or equitable, under this Bond may be insti tuted in any court of 
competent jurisd iction in the location in which the work or part of the work is located and 
shall be instituted within two years after CONTRACTOR Default or within two years after 
CONTRACTOR ceased working or within two years after the Surety refuses or fails to perform 
its obligations under this Bond, whichever occurs first. If the provisions of this paragraph are 
void or proh ibited by law, the minimum period of limitation available to sureties as a defense 
in the jurisdiction of the suit shall be applicable. 

10. Notice to the Surety, CITY or CONTRACTOR shall be mailed or delivered to the address 
shown on the signature page. 

11. When this Bond has been furnished to comply with a statutory or other legal requirement in 
the location where the work was to be performed, any provision in th is Bond conflicting with 
said statutory or legal requirement shall be deemed deleted here from and provisions 
conforming to such statutory or other legal requirement shall be deemed incorporated herein. 
The intent is that th is Bond shall be construed as a statutory bond and not as a common law 
bond.
